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Purpose of the EMAC Training Modules

In most communities, the strength of the emergency management system is related directly

to the knowledge, skills and abilities of those ind ividuals responsible for protecting lives and
property at the local level where the impact of an emergency is felt immediately. Prompt,

effective response and speedy recovery is the result of on -going planning and the creation
of a viable emergency manage ment system that utilizes effective mutual aid agreements to
tap additional resources from every level of government and from the public and private

sector.

The Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) is an interstate mutual aid
agreement that faci  litates coordination and sharing of needed resources between states

during time of emergency or disaster.

The purpose of the EMAC Training Modules is to develop critical awareness and facilitate
individual learning on EMAC that is supported by sound instr uctional methodology and
design. The Training Modules will promote a mastery of the knowledge and skills required

of state and local response and recovery individuals to integrate in to EMAC and utilize the

system to request, provide or receive additional assistance if the need should arise.

EMAC: The Cornerstone of Mutual Aid

In or der to provide you with a general understanding how EMAC works, this module
will address the importance of mutual aid, explain the differences between intrastate,
interstate and international mutual aid, and look at the provisions under EMAC that
make the Compact so effective.

Unlike other interstate emergency aid compacts, EMAC is a legally adopted
agreement which offers cle  ar implementation and activation procedures.

EMAC has been approved by Congress, as required by the Constitution, and
establishes an implementation plan which means member states all agree to
standard operating procedures for requesting and providing assistance.

EMAC is unique in that it requires that the legislature of each member state and

territory to ratify the compact language, which eliminates confusion over who is a
member of the compact and provides a legal framework to facilitate assistance and
reimbursement.

EMAC complements the national disaster response system, providing timely and
cost - effective relief to  states requesting assistance from Member States who
understand the needs of jurisdictions that are struggling to preserve life, the
economy, and the environment.

EMAC does not replace federal assistance, but can be used along -side federal
assistance or when a state is not eligible for federal assistance , thus providing a
seamless flow of needed goods and services to an affected state.

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There are three types of mutual aid agreements: intrastate, interstate, and
international.

A successful mutual aid system is one that uses existing mutual aid agreements to
build upon or support one another. For example, an intrastate agreement would lay
the groundwork for a successful interstate agreement (and so forth).
