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Purpose of the EMAC Training Modules

In most communities, the strength of the e mergency management system is related directly

to the knowledge, skills and abilities of those individuals responsible for protecting lives and

property at the local level where the impact of an emergency is felt immediately. Prompt,

effective response an d speedy recovery is the result of on -going planning and the creation

of a viable emergency management system that utilizes effective mutual aid agreements to
tap additional resources from every level of government and from the public and private

sector.

The Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) is an interstate mutual aid
agreement that facilitates coordination and sharing of needed resources between states

during time of emergency or disaster.

The purpose of the EMAC Training Modules is to deve lop critical awareness and facilitate
individual learning on EMAC that is supported by sound instructional methodology and

design. The Training Modules will promote a mastery of the knowledge and skills required

of state and local response and recovery individuals to integrate in to EMAC and utilize the

system to request, provide or receive additional assistance if the need should arise.

Article I: Purpose and Authorities

“...provide for the mutual assistance between the
states entering into this compact....”

Article Il: General Implementation

“The effective use of resources of the participating
states shall be the underlying principle....”

Article I: Purpose and Authorities

O For purposes of the Compact, a A sdtates, hed i
Common Wealth of Puer to Rico, the District of Columbia, and all U.S.
Territorial possessions.

U Identifies the purpose of the Compact to provide mutual assistance between
Compact members in managing a declared emergency or disaster

U Provides for mutual cooperation in emergency exercises, testing, and training

U  Provides for use of the National Guard for humanitarian purposes

Article 1I: General Implementation

U Acknowledges the potential need to use outside jurisdictional resources to
respond to emergencies

U Identifies as essential the prompt, full, and effective use of the participating
states' resources for the safety, care, and welfare of the people affected by an
emergency or disaster

U Stipulates that the legally designated state official assig ned responsibility for
emergency management is responsible for formulating the necessary mutual

aid plans and procedures. This person is referred to in Article 11l of the
Compact as the State Authorized Representative.

Article Ill: Party State Responsibilities
U Outlines the responsibilities of the states as members of the Compact:

Become familiar with possible joint emergency situations
Become familiar with other states' emergency plans

Develop an emergency plan and procedures for managing and
provisioning assistance

Assist in warning other adjacent states

Protect and ensure uninterrupted delivery of services; medicines;

water; food; energy and fuel; search and rescue; and critical life line
equipment, services, and resources

Inventory and set procedures for interstate loan and delivery of human

and material resources, including procedures for reimbursement or
forgiveness

Provide for the temporary suspension of any statutes or ordinance S
that restrict implementation

Stipulates that only the Authorized Representative of a member state
may request assistance, and a verbal request must be confirmed in
writing within thirty days

Article IV: Limitations

— “..the state rendering aid may withhold resources
to the extent necessary to provide reasonable
protection for such state.”

— “... the same powers (except arrest) are afforded
forces of the state in which they are performing
emergency services”.
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Article IV: Limitations
U Outlines the limitations of the Compact, including:

0 Resources necessary to protect the Assisting State may be withheld to
provide reasonable protection for such state

0 Assisting emergency forces operating within a Requesting State should
be afforded the same powers (except arrest, unless specifically
authorized), duties, rights, and privileges as afforded the Requesting
State's forces

0 Assisting emergency forces are unde r the command and control of
their regular leaders

0 Assisting emergency forces are under the operational control of the
receiving state's emergency services authorities (ICS)

0 The Compact is activated only subsequent to the declaration of a state
of emerge ncy by the governor of the Requesting State or the
commencement of exercises or training, and are in effect as long as
the state of emergency, disaster, exercises, or training is in effect.

Article V: Licenses and Permits

“..licenses, certificates, or other permits...shall be
deemed licensed, certified, or permitted by the
state requesting assistance”.

Article VI: Liability
“...employees . .. rendering aid . . . shall be
considered agents of the requesting state for tort
liability and immunity purposes”.

Article V: Licenses and Permits

U Stipulates that licenses, certifications, and permits recognized by the
Assisting State will be recognized by the Requesting State, subject to
limitations and conditions prescribed by the governor's executive order.

Artic le VI: Liability
U Stipulates that those rendering aid and assistance under the Compact are
considered agents of the Requesting State for tort liability and immunity
purposes. No Assisting State or its officers or employees rendering aid are
liable on accou nt of any act or omission in good faith. (Good faith does not
include willful misconduct, gross negligence, or recklessness.)

Article VII: Supplementary Agreements
U The Compact does not preclude any state from entering into supplementary
agreements with another state, nor does it affect other agreements already in
force between states.
U Supplementary agreements may include but are not limited to provisions for:
0 The e vacuation and reception of injured and other persons

0 The exchange of medical, fire, police, public utility, reconnaissance,
welfare, transportation, and communications personnel

0 The exchange of equipment and supplies

Article VIII: Compensation

U Stipulat es that each member state is responsible for the payment of
compensation and death benefits of their own members of emergency forces
in the same manner and terms as if the injury or death were sustained in
their own state. In essence, all party states will take care of their "own" in
terms of Worker's Compensation benefits.
