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Purpose of the EMAC Training Modules

to the knowledge, skills and abilities of those individuals responsible for protecting lives and

property at the local level where the impact of an emergency is felt immediatel y. Prompt,
effective response and speedy recovery is the result of on -going planning and the creation
of a viable emergency management system that utilizes effective mutual aid agreements to

tap additional resources from every level of government and from the public and private

sector.

The Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) is an interstate mutual aid
agreement that facilitates coordination and sharing of needed resources between states

during time of emergency or disaster.

The purpose of the  EMAC Training Modules is to develop critical awareness and facilitate
individual learning on EMAC that is supported by sound instructional methodology and
design. The Training Modules will promote a mastery of the knowledge and skills required

of state a nd local response and recovery individuals to integrate in to EMAC and utilize the

State Emergency Management Directors are automatically designated as Authorized
Representatives (ARS).

ARs are empowered by the state to obligate state resources and expend state funds
for EMAC purposes.

The Director can delegate the AR authority to another emergency management
official who possesses the same obligating authority as the director.

In a Requesting State, the AR is the person who is legall y empowered to initiate a
request for assistance.

In an Assisting State, the AR is the person who can legally approve the response to a
request for assistance.

The EMAC Coordinatorist he person designated or appointed to coordinate EMAC
activities.

The EMAC Coordinator serves as the point of contact for EMAC in his or her state and
can discuss the details of a request for assistance.

This person is not usually legally empowered to initiate an EMAC request or authorize
EMAC assistance without direction from the Authorized Representative.

In addition to the Authorized Representative and the EMAC Coordinator, additional
operational support personnel are assigned EMAC responsibilities.  These operational
support personnel serve as members of an in -state or deployable A -Team. The
responsibilities of the A -Team are discussed next (Slide # 6 ).

At the requestof a n impacted Member State, an A -Team is deployed to the impacted
St at e 6 9r GBronGand and Control Center to facilitate request s and offers of
assistance through EMAC.

The A-Team assists the impacted ( Requesting ) State in preparing and transmitting
Requests for Assistance  (REQ-A) and documents and tracks the assistance requested
by and provided by Member States.

The A-Team serves asa resource broker for the Requesting State.

A-Teams consist of one or m  ore persons who are knowledgeable about and pr epared
to implement EMAC procedures in their own state or any other Member State.

A-Team members serve as Liaisons between Member States, Assisting States, and
the Requesting State.
