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Purpose of the EMAC Training Modules  

The instructor - led Emergency Management As sistance Compact (EMAC) training module s 

are  designed to provide response and recovery personnel of state and local political 

ju risdictions information on how they integrate into EMAC within their state as either an 

Assisting State (providing emergency assistance) or as a Requesting State ( receivi ng 

emergency assistance) .    

 

The EMAC Training Modules are  available to state emergency management and other 

response and recovery personnel who are responsible for providing EMAC training withi n 

their respective jurisdiction  or organization. Utilization of these modules a nd educational 

materials will ensure uniformity of training and consistency in the way assistance is 

provided through E MAC and mutual aid in general.  

 

The EMAC Training M odule s, along with any other EMAC training provided, should be 

presented in cooperation with your State Emergency Management Agency or the National 

Emergency Management Association (NEMA) .  

 

To be a qualified EMAC Instructor, participants must complete the E430 Emergency 

Managem ent Institute (EMI) course:  Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) 

Train - the -Trainer.  

 

Applicants should apply for admission to the Train - the -Trainer course by first obtaining a 

FEMA 75 -5 form from your State Emergency Management Agency Training a nd Exercise 

Officer (ETO). The completed form must be approved and signed by the ETO and the state 

director before submitting to EMI for processing.

 Time:  The i nstructor will cover slides 1 thru 5 in 10 minutes . 

 Display Visual:  Mutual Aid & EMAC , Slide # 1 

 Explain:  In order to provide the participants a general understanding how EMAC 

works, this training module will addre ss the importance of mutual aid and  explain the 

differences between intrastate, interstate and in ternational mutual aid . 

 Point Out:  Unlike other interstate emergency aid compacts, EMAC is a legally 

adopted agreement which offers clear implementat ion and ratification procedures.  

 Explain:  EMAC has been approved by Congress, as required by the Constitution, and 

establishes an implementation plan which means member states all agree to 

standard operating procedures for requesting and providing assistan ce.  

 Explain:  EMAC is unique in that it requires that the legislature of each member state 

and territory to ratify the compact language, which eliminates confusion over who is 

a member of the compact and provides a legal framework to facilitate assistance a nd 

reimbursement.

 Explain :  Any community that fails to plan for an emergency or disaster with the 

expectation that someone will automatically come to their rescue may be tragically 

disappointed.   

 Emphasize: Mutual aid is an agreement among emergency responders to lend 

assistance across jurisdictional boundaries when resources; such as, material, 

services, human resources and equipment are needed.  

 Emphasize:  Mutual aid is a long established tradition for our c ountry and it has 

become an integral part of the American psyche.    

 In the broader sense mutual aid is neighbor helping neighbor.  

 Transition:  Planning ahead (pre -event) will ensure adequate resources are available 

to meet anticipated shortfalls. Move t o the next slide (Slide # 4) .

 Explain : Planning ahead will enable you to bring on additiona l resources without 

worrying about legal implications associated with assisting someone out side  of your 

jurisdiction.  

 Point Out: EMAC complements the national disaster response system, providing 

timely and cost -effective relief to states requesting assistance from Member States 

who understand the  needs of jurisdictions that are struggling to preserve life, the 

economy, and the environment.  

 Emphasize :  EMAC does not replace federal assistance, but can be used along -side 

federal assistance or when a state is not eligible for federal assistance , thus 

providing a seamless flow of needed goods and services to an affected state.  

 Transition: Several things should be considered in the development of mutual aid 

agreements. Move to recipe for successful mutual aid  (Slide # 5) .

 Point Out :  An effective mutual a id agreement is one that provides :  

ü Tort liability, immunity, and Workers Compensation protection for deployed 

personnel  

ü Licensure and permit reciprocity among personnel providing services  

ü Reimbursement provisions after services or resources are provided  

ü Effective administration by parties to the agreement  

ü For meet ing  the needs of all parties to the agreement.  

 Point Out: In a disaster situation, there is an immediate ne ed for resource support. 

If an impacted state or jurisdiction does not have sufficient resources to support 

identified needs, who will they turn to?   

 Transition:  Next weôll look at the types of mutual aid (S lide # 6) .

 Display  Visual :  Mutual Aid & EMAC, Slide # 6   

 Explain :  There are three types of mutual aid agreements: intrastate, interstate, and 

international.   

 Explain:  A successful mutual aid system is one that uses existing mutual aid 

agreements to build upon or support one another. For example, an intrastate 

agreement would lay the groundwork for a successful interstate agreement (and so 

forth).  

 Refer:  Participants to NIMS Intrastate Mutual Aid -An Introduction (IS - 706 ).  IS -706 

is available through the FEMAôEMI Independent Study Program. IS-706  provides an 

introduction intrastate mutual aid and stresses the purpose and benefits of mutual 

aid and explains how to develop mutual aid agreements  and operational plans.  More 

on IS -706 can be found at http://training.fema.gov/IS/crslist.asp.

 Explain: Intrastate Mutual Aid Agreements are ñin-stateò agreements that connect 

cities and counties, other local jurisdictions, and regions within a state.  

 Point Out:  These agreements are intended to supplement existing agreements by 

establishing a comprehensive, integrated system of mutual aid within the state that 

facilitates an efficient and effective response to all hazards. These agreements should 

work in conjunct ion with EMAC and provide seamless escalation of disaster response 

and execution of mutual aid.  

 Transition: Next weôll look at Interstate Mutual Aid (Slide # 8) .
