Emergency Management Association (NEMA) headquartered  in Lexington, Kentucky.   

 

The EMAC name (ñEMACò and ñEmergency Management Assistance Compactò and logo are 

the registered property of the National Emergency Management Association.   Use of the 

logo is strictly prohibited without the express written permi ssion (in e -mail or letter) of

Format  

    * Only the official EMAC logo may be used.  

    * Hand -drawn or altered versions (such as change in type or color) are not permitted.  

 

Legibility  

    * The logo may be resized as needed, provided it is scaled proportionately, and the 

words ñEmergency Management Assistance Compactò are still legible. 

    * Do not place the logo on a cluttered or insufficiently contrasting background.  

 

Style  

    * Do not incorporate any part of the EMAC logo with the logo of another organization to 

result in a new logo.

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Purpose of the EMAC Training Modules  

The instructor - led Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) training module s 

are  designed to provide response and recovery personnel of state and local political 

ju risdictions information on how they integrate into EMAC within their state as either an 

Assisting State (providing emergency assistance) or as a Requesting State ( receivi ng 

em ergency assistance) .    

 

The EMAC Training Modules are  available to state emergency management and other 

response and recovery personnel who are responsible for providing EMAC training withi n 

their respective jurisdiction  or organization. Utilization of th ese modules a nd educational 

materials will ensure uniformity of training and consistency in the way assistance is 

provided through E MAC and mutual aid in general.  

 

The EMAC Training M odule s, along with any other EMAC training provided, should be 

presented in cooperation with your State Emergency Management Agency or the National 

Emergency Management Association (NEMA) .  

 

To be a qualified EMAC Instructor, participants must complete the E430 Emergency 

Management Institute (EMI) course:  Emergency Management Assistance Compact (EMAC) 

Train - the -Trainer.  

 

Applicants should apply for admission to the Train - the -Trainer course by first obtaining a 

FEMA 75 -5 form from your State Emergency Management Agency Training and Exercise 

Officer (ETO). The completed form must  be approved and signed by the ETO and the state 

director before submitting to EMI for processing.

States can provide or receive assistance through EMAC when needed.

ü Addressing workspace and logistical support needs for in -state or deploying 

support personnel from assisting states.  

ü Addressing in state EMAC training and exercise needs.  

ü Ensure enabling la ws or legislation are in place to facilitate deployment through 

EMAC

 Point Out :  State Emergency Management Directors are automatically designated as 

Authorized Representatives (ARs).  

 Explain:  ARs are empowered by the state to obligate state resources and expend 

state funds for EMAC purposes.  

 Point Out:  The Director can delegate the A R authority to another emergency 

management official who possesses  the same obligating authority as the director.  

 Point Out:  In a Requesting State, the AR is the person who is legally empowered to 

initiate a request for assistance.  

 Point Out:  In an Assisti ng State, the AR is the person who can legally approve the 

response to a request for assistance.

 Explain :  The EMAC Coordinator is t he person designated or appointed to coordinate 

EMAC activities.   

 Explain: The EMAC Coordinator serves as the point of contact for EMAC in his or her 

state and can discuss the  details of a request for assistance.  

 Point Out:  This person is not usually legally empowered to initiate an EMAC request 

or authorize EMAC assistance without direction from the Authorized Representative.  

 Transition: In addition to the Authorized Represen tative and the EMAC Coordinator, 

additional operational support personnel are assigned EMAC responsibilities. These 

operational support personnel serve as members of an in -state or deployable A -

Team. The responsibilities of the A -Team are discussed next (S lide # 6 ).

 Explain: At the request of a n impacted  Member State, an A -Team is deployed to the 

impacted Stateôs EOC or Command and Control Center  to facilitate request s and 

offers of assistance through  EMAC.  

 Emphasize: The A -Team assists the impacted ( Requesting ) State in preparing and 

transmitting Requests for Assistance (REQ-A)  and documents and tracks the 

assist ance requested by and provided by Member States.  

  Point Out:  The A-Team serves as a resource broker for the Requesting State.  

 Explain: A-Teams consist of one or m ore persons who are knowledgeable about and 

prepared to implement EMAC procedures in their own  state or any other Member 

State.  

 Point Out:  A-Team members serve as Liaisons between Member States, Assisting 

States, and the Requesting State.  

 Transition: Next weôll look at some of the things Member State should consider in 

the development of EMAC  plans  and procedures (Slide # 7 ).
